The 
only conclusion to be drawn from this result, in view of the many other recent successful bond and consoli-
dation elections, is that the people of the county are fully awake to the value of an up to date school system, 
both in the rural and city schools. This district is composed of nineteen sections in Lee and Lincoln town-
ships. At a meeting of the board of directors and representatives of bonding houses last Saturday evening, 
the bonds  were sold to George Bechtel & Co. of Davenport.

 Those who have been following the articles in the popular magazine, and especially those that are de-
voted to education, know that the problem of housing the teachers is one that has been considered from a 
good many different viewpoints. In the state of Washington, which leads in education, many schools now 
have in connection the Teachers' home. This is especially true of the country schools and the small village 
schools. Very often it is impossible to secure good teachers because they cannot be housed properly. In the 
country the farmers' wives are too busy to bother with boarding the teacher, and even when they do it is at 
best but a temporary arrangement. On this account in the state of Washington, and in many other western 
states, these homes have been built where the teachers may have a home not only during the school season, 
but during the vacation, and in this way a teacher becomes more permanent in a District. 
 The consolidated school of Lincoln and Lee are considering the building of such a hall for their teach-
ers. The question is being agitated and is meeting with general favor. The Vidette is pleased to know that 
Buena Vista County is to be one of the leaders of this movement in Iowa just as it has been in the matter of 
consolidation.
